CCQAS LOAD INSTRUCTIONS

The following instructions are to load CCQAS on LAN (client/server) system.

NOTE:  To install CCQAS as a standalone system on users PC, follow the instructions below with the exception of pointing the “.dbf” and “.idx” files to a drive on a server.  In the case of standalone operation, ALL files should be directed to the c:/ccqas directory, and the target line of the desktop icon would ONLY read C:/CCQAS/CCQAS.EXE”

IMPORTANT NOTE:  If this is a reload of an  existing CCQAS system, save CCQAS.DBF and CCQASARC.DBF to floppy or a safe directory before you reload CCQAS.  Also save any files to a floppy from c:\ccqas directory that end with a .lmp.  These are the ad-hoc report files and can be reloaded after installation.  After saving above files, delete all files from the c:\ccqas directory and remove the files jccqas.dll and jzip.dll from the c:\windows\system directory.

1. In an empty c:\ccqas directory, unzip Disk1.zip and Disk2.zip.

2. Click on the “Start” button.

3. Click on the “Run” option.

4. In space provided, type “c:\ccqas\setup.exe” and click on “OK”.  This will start the CCQAS Installation screens.

5. When the “file locations” screen comes up, change the entry for the “.dll” files to read “c:\ccqas” and change the entry for the database and index files to point to your selected server drive (i.e. “q:\ccqas”), then click on “OK”.

6. If system tells you that the path or directory you selected does not exist, and asks if you want to create it, click on “Yes”.

7.   If the system asks if you want to create a program group, click on “Yes”.

8.   When screen tells you installation is complete, click on “OK”, then you can highlight the ccqas icon in the program group box, and drag it to your windows desktop.

9.  Change icon shortcut properties to read:

Target:  “c:\ccqas\ccqas.exe  q:\ccqas”  (q: being the drive letter of your server where the database and index files will be stored)

Start in  “c:\ccqas”

10.  Unzip Upgrd1-5.zip into the c:\ccqas directory.  When system asks if you want to overwrite files, type “a” for all, and press enter.

11.  Click on the “Start” button.

12.  Click on the “Run” option.

In space provided, type “c:\ccqas\setup.bat” and click on “OK”.  This will expand the letters and reports files for ccqas.

SPECIAL NOTE:   Before continuing with steps 13–18 below, you need to run Steps 1-12 above on ALL the PC’s that will be connected to the CCQAS Database that is to be located on the server.  Steps 13-18 need to be run on only ONE of the desktop PC’s.

13 Copy the “ccqas.dbf” and  “ccqasarc.dbf” files and any “.1mp” files   from your backup diskette into the server location of your database files (i.e. “q:\ccqas”).  Copy any “.1mp” files from your backup diskette into the “c:\ccqas” directory.

14 Start ccqas by either double-clicking on the ccqas icon on any one of the desktop PC’s, or Click on “START”, highlight “PROGRAMS”, and click on “CCQAS” to start the program Enter the initial logon id of “ADMIN” using all caps, with the password of “CCQAS”, also in all caps.

15 When system asks for setup information, enter your units credentialing UIC number, your unit name, and the encryption code of “12345”, save it, and exit.  Verify date by clicking on “OK”.

16 When the ccqas logo screen comes up, go to the drop down menu of  “SECURITY”, and choose the option “USER MAINTENANCE”.  To enter users names and passwords, click on “ADD”.  The only information that is required is the user ID (logon), password,  and confirm password.  Remember the User ID and Password are Case Sensitive, so remember exactly how you entered it. Do this step for each user that will need access to CCQAS.  Click on Save and Exit.

17 Go once more to the “SECURITY” drop down menu, and choose the “PERMISSIONS MAINTENANCE” option.  You will see the functions listed in a white box on the right side.  You may pick and choose each function you want the particular user to have by highlighting a function in the list, and clicking on the “Add” button.  Note that all users must have at least the permission to log on.  If you want the user to have full permissions to do any function, highlight any one of these functions, and click on the “ADD ALL” button. Do this step for each user you added in step 16.  Save and Exit.

18 Exit all the way out of CCQAS and log back in using the user-id and password you just added.  At this point installation and update is complete, and you should be able to manipulate data as desired.
